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18"All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.  19Go therefore and make disciples of all the na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20teaching them to ob-

serve all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the 
age."  (Matthew 28:18-20  NKJV) 

It does not matter what your name is.  If you consider yourself a follower of Jesus Christ, this 
message is for you.  You can legitimately place your name before these three verses and con-
sider the very words of Jesus as an instruction delivered directly to you.  Every Christian is ad-
monished to join in this universal mission. 

We are called to “Go and make disciples of all nations; to baptize them in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit; to teach them to observe all that Jesus commanded.  Edu-
ard Schweizer, a Swiss New Testament scholar makes the point that the key verb in that very im-
portant instruction, to which everything else is subordinate, is the verb “make.”  Certainly we are 
to “go,” to “baptize” and to “teach,” but our key role is to make disciples.  This means that to go, to 
baptize and to teach are only the means by which we are to accomplish the Divine outcome: “to 
make disciples.”  To become a disciple means that we willingly give up our own life to serve and 
follow the Master. 

There is something else very important in these verses.  Notice the number of times the word “all ” 
is used.  Jesus first makes the claim, “all authority has been given to Him in both heaven and on 
earth.”  We are to make disciples of “all ” nations.  We are to teach “all” that He commanded us.  
Do you get the picture?  Christ has all authority in heaven and earth.  All nations throughout the 
world are to be subject to His authority.  All will be held accountable for everything that He taught.  
Everything is subject to His authority and all creation is to be brought into subjection to Him. 

One of the great marvels that I have had the privilege to see in my Christian walk is how amazing 
it is that the God who created the universe would allow me to work with Him.  He does not need 
us to carry out His plan because everything is subject to His authority.  He is all-powerful.  Ac-
cording to His Divine Plan, we are all given the opportunity to join Him in His work here on earth. 

We are all called to “go,” but not everyone is called to work in the same place.  We all have been 
gifted to successfully carry out His plan for our individual lives, but not everyone has been given 
the same spiritual gifts.  We all are challenged to “make disciples.” 

In this world that is so anti-Christian, I am absolutely amazed at how open people are to the Gos-
pel…how hungry they are for the love of God to be made manifest in their own lives.  The 
unsaved around us have had their fill of empty religion and religious teachings, but they are hun-
gry for a real relationship with the Divine.  You may be the their only exposure to the Living Christ. 

Let us work together to fulfill Christ’s mandate to make disciples.  Pray that we might grasp the 
sense of urgency needed to present the Gospel in these final days.

The sights, smells and sounds of Haiti have always been a bit overwhelming for me.  This recent 
trip (April 13-20, 2010) was really over the top.  What made this trip so different was the fact that 
we had the occasion to experience the reality of Haiti.  Previous trips to Haiti with Mission to Haiti 
exposed us to the sights, smells and sounds of Haiti, but more-or-less as observers.  We have 
been exposed on many occasions to the conditions that exist in Haiti, but those experiences were 
more as observers.  This trip was different in the sense that we actually experienced being a part 
of life in Haiti.   

There is a distinct difference in seeing people living in very difficult conditions as opposed to actu-
ally experiencing what it is like to live in those circumstances.  For example, it is one thing to ob-
serve people living without electricity and clean water; it is quite another thing to partially experi-
ence what life is like under those conditions.  In previous trips we observed those conditions and 
then returned to the comforts of our encampment.  On this trip we were blessed to actually experi-
ence something of what life is really like in Haiti. 

This was a difficult trip in many respects.  We arose near daylight to begin each day’s activities 
and in most cases we returned to our beds long after dark.  For the most part we had no electric-
ity, running water for bathing or ice for the bottled water that we purchased to drink.  On many oc-
casions we didn’t know when we would stop for our next meal so we lived off of the snacks that 
we took with us.  Sleeping was difficult in the high heat and high humidity rooms.  The only com-
fort was a gentle breeze that would blow after dark.  The mosquitoes were meaner than junkyard 
dogs.  They were relentless at night while we tried to sleep.  All of this was only a hint at what real 
life is like for the Haitian people. 

On the other side of the coin we were blessed to experience the faith of Haitian Christians on a 
firsthand basis.  Despite losing family, friends and possessions in the earthquake; they displayed 
great faith that God will get them through.  They worshipped in the heat under the cover of a tarp, 
sat on boards and cement blocks, and sang without instruments.  I can assure you that God in-
habited the praises of those people.  To be a part of their worship and praise services was a hum-
bling experience.  People that had lost everything stood before us with raised hands and praised 
God in a way that made me feel ashamed of myself. 

I am convinced that the church, the Body of Christ, is the only hope for Haiti.  Hope in govern-
ments and benefactors are only a mirage.  I believe that Christ intends to raise Haiti up and that 
He has invited us to work with Him for that purpose.  He will get the glory and we will be blessed 
for being a part of His work.  I know that I have already been blessed beyond my capacity to ex-
press that blessing in words.
