I don’t know about you, but it seems that the month between the January article and this one has just flown by.  The 
activity calendar here at the church has been full and then keeping track of everything taking place in Haiti after the 
earthquake made the days speed past. You might remember that I proposed in January that we make a New Year’s 
Resolution to become more like Jesus.  That proposal actually had its origin in November when I started this series to 
examine attributes that we must adopt if we are to make Jesus our model for ministry. 

In November we examined the life of Jesus as our model for prayer.  In December, Jesus was presented as our model 
for knowing God’s Word.  In January, we considered Jesus as our model for service.  This month we will examine Je-
sus as our model for faith. 

That we should look to Jesus as our model for faith shouldn’t be surprising.  The Bible proclaims Jesus as our shining 
example when it comes to matters of faith.  His life here on earth demonstrated faith as an essential ingredient for 
abundant life.  “1Let us run with patience the race that is set before us; 2looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of 
our faith."  Hebrews 12:1-2 

It is difficult for me to fathom what it would be like to face life in the same way that our Christian brothers and 
sisters in Haiti have had to face it recently.  Can you imagine what it would be like to wake up in the morning 
with nothing…absolutely nothing!  How would you respond if your house and the house of everyone you 
knew were destroyed and there was no place to stay except the streets.  How would you respond if you 
woke up in the morning and you had no food, and no place to purchase it…no water to drink?  How would 
you respond if you had no private place to eliminate bodily wastes?  How would you respond if there were 
no place where you could go to escape from CNN?   

Didn’t you feel inspired to hear people in those very conditions praying and singing hymns of praise?  Was-
n’t it uplifting to see people in that condition unselfishly doing what they could to help their neighbors without 
any thought of being repaid or without any concern for the dangers they would encounter.  I have to tell you, 
our Christian brothers and sisters in Haiti impressed the world with their faith.  It makes you wonder, could I 
do the same? 

It is easy to say that we have faith when things are going well.  It is easy to say that God will take care of my 
needs when I don’t really have any.  It is really easy to praise God for His blessings at a time when every-
thing is peachy-keen.  Do you believe that our faith will be tested?  Do you believe that God wants us to 
grow in faith in order to become more like Christ? 

The Bible tells us that Jesus had no place to lay His head.  He didn’t have a large house, several sporty cars 
or a refrigerator full food.  He lived life with only the clothes on His back.  He lived by the faith that the Father 
would provide. Neither did Jesus live in fear for His safety even though everywhere He went, people were 
ready to kill Him.  He trusted the Father would protect Him. 

These people in Haiti have showed me something.  Even in the direst circumstances they have demon-
strated their faith to the world.  When life didn’t seem like it could get any worse, it did!  It almost seems im-
possible for people to find reason to praise God for His mercy in such circumstances, but they did! 

I pray that we can encourage one another to grow in faith this year.  I say that knowing that faith is tested by 
trials that help us to know.

For the people of Inwood Baptist Church this earthq uake in Haiti was not just another disaster being 
played out on the world’s stage.  We know and have great affection for people that have been 
seriously impacted by this disaster.  The plight of  the Haitian people has occupied a presence in 
the heart of this congregation for many years.  We have made our affection visible through sus-
tained efforts and financial support for our Haitia n brothers and sisters. 

For Inwood’s Haiti mission team this disaster is ex tremely personal.  The sights and smells of Haiti a re 
permanently etched in our minds.  As the dust settl es in the rubble of her capitol, Port Au Prince, 
we have been a part of the crowd in those same crow ded streets not so long ago.  We have 
passed through the airport, stood in the shadow of the capitol building and we have taken pic-
tures in the national cathedral.  We have, over the  years, worked beside Haitian people, broken 
bread with them and shared their dreams.  When we c lose our eyes to go to sleep at night or 
when we bow our heads to pray, we see their faces i n our minds. 

As far as we know right now, all of our sponsored c hildren are alive and safe.  We have reports that 
the church/school building at Gallette Chambon is s tanding tall and without damage.  Pastor Joel 

and the people in the community are OK.  We do know  that sev-
eral of the churches where we have conducted Bible School and 
distributed beans and rice have been damaged, but t here is no 
word about the extent of the damage.  We do know th at repairs 
are necessary. 

There was a Mission to Haiti mission team on the gr ound in Haiti 
when the earthquake struck.  It was so appropriate that this was a 
medical mission team.  The team was arriving back a t camp after 
holding a clinic at Cotin when the quake occurred.  Not one per-

son on the team was hurt even though portions of th e camp’s 
perimeter walls crumbled and fell.  The building su stained dam-
age and the team was forced to remain outside.  Peo ple from 
the crumbling homes surrounding the camp wandered i n 
throughout the night and the following day to recei ve treat-
ment for injuries sustained during the quake.  Peop le with serious 
injuries were brought to the camp.  Some of those H aitian peo-
ple died at the camp.  The team used up a week’s wo rth of 
medical supplies in two days. 

The mission team was evacuated from Haiti by the US  military.  
They were awakened in the middle of the night and g iven 10 minutes to get ready to go home.  
Thank God all are returned to their homes and are c ontinuing to labor to help the Haitian people. 

Please pray for the Haitian people and for our effo rts to help lift them from the ashes.  A new Haiti is 
being built right before our eyes. And we have a ch ance to help.  Let me hear from you at Haiti-
mission@inwoodbaptist.com.
